Regretfully, no color figures can be accepted. All manuscripts must be written in English using a Times-New-Roman font of 10 points or an equivalent serif typeface, setting left and right margins to 15 mm, top margin to 28 mm, and bottom margin to 24 mm. The manuscript should begin with the title, author’s name, affiliation, and address. Section title is acceptable in bold type. The manuscript prepared as a camera-ready copy should appear as it is in the Proceedings of A4 size.
Final manuscript submission deadline: Nov 1, 2012.
The final manuscripts must be submitted electronically in PDF format through the PPEMC’12 website. Using this template in Microsoft Word and converting the manuscript to PDF is strongly recommended.
