2. Submission Guidelines: 
– A manuscript should be prepared according to the guideline given in “The Information for Authors” 

(http://www.ieice.org/eng/shiori/mokuji_iss.html). We encourage the authors to use the IEICE Style File 
(http://www.ieice.org/ftp/index-e.html). The preferred length of the manuscript is 8 pages for a PAPER and 2 
pages for a LETTER with the format determined by the IEICE Style File. 

– Submit the manuscript through the IEICE Web site (https://review.ieice.org/regist_e.aspx). Choose 
“[Special-ED] Foundations of Computer Science” in the menu of “Type of Issue (Section)/Transactions” in the 
submission page. 

– Send “Confirmation Sheet of Manuscript Registration” and “Copyright Transfer and Page Charge Agreement” to 
the Guest Editor-in-Chief, not later than one week after the submission. Send the forms by E-mail, FAX, or postal 
mail to the following address of the Guest Editor of this special section.
