1. Introduction

2. Preparation of Papers

Each author is requested to submit one original of 1-page camera ready summary. The manuscript will appear in the A4-size electronic technical proceedings (PDF).
1. The 1-page summary must be written on A4-size (21.0 cm × 29.7 cm) white paper, typed two-columned on one side only within 18 cm × 24 cm.
2. The title of the paper, author’s name, affiliation, complete return address, telephone number, and e-mail address must appear at the top of the page.
3. Font sizes of 12 pt (Bold) or more for the title and 10 pt for other texts including authors, affiliations should be used.
4. Japanese title, authors, and affiliations are optional.
5. 35-word English abstract should appear in a single column above the Japanese or English main text.

6. Figures, tables, line drawings, and photographs can be included anywhere in the 1-page summary. You can put colored figures and photographs. 
7. References should be cited at an appropriate position of the sentence like this [1].
